For the 15" year | engaged clients who attended the NDORC (North Dartmouth Outreach Resource
Centre) Food Bank. The context keeps changing; unemployment goes up and down, housing
availability keeps decreasing, housing and food costs keep rising, community health challenges arise
(COVID), the neighbourhood changes (see recent demographics as witnessed in a recent Dartmouth
North service provider gathering). My practice remains: stand outside with clients till they can come
inside, once inside move around the room, engage people, often familiar faces, introduce myself at
announcement time, circulate more, make referrals and pass on information, sometimes arrange for
coffee at a local Tim’s, write down contact information for follow up...

My approach has been, continues to be, be open, be interested, be a listener, try to match the
appropriate information to the need being expressed, follow up very quickly, stay in touch until the
client has made it clear s/he/they are “fine for now”, “I'll be in touch if | need more information”. It is
now obvious many new to Canada are arriving at places like foodbanks. This means, at times, talking
with persons whose first language is not English, at other times talking with people who are not

familiar with ISANS or NS Works, or other employment centres. | am learning every week. | took an




excellent all-day workshop at ISANS, on working with those new to Canada. One thing | picked up,
trust is a huge issue, so remembering names, stories and being punctual and transparent are big
pluses. | also now go to the North Grove after visiting with clients at the foodbank, they offer porridge
and coffee, places to connect with clients from the area. Often | see others, like me, who have arrived
from the NDORC on Wednesday at 9 am.

Every December | participate in the delivery of food hampers, efficiently organized by Sam. | enjoy
this work, and | know many of the clients whom | meet with the hamper. | have worked with Betty and
Sam now for many years, they are outstanding volunteers in every respect, | am grateful for their
partnership. | am also thankful to the NDORC for providing me with the space and support to do the
work | do. Thank you!



PRESIDENT'S REPORT

Operations Post Pandemic

The food bank operated without missing anytime during 2023. Operation during this time was
possible due to our dedicated volunteers.

At 8:00am on Wednesdays we give out numbers to clients in the parking lot. They go to the
sanctuary once they get the numbers. After the 8:30am announcements and prayer, clients
go to the hall in batches of 20 at a time where they are seated before getting served.

After registration, clients pick up non-perishable food, vegetables, and fruit “grocery store”
style. Once their pantry order is ready, the clients pickup their order and exit through the side
door.

Client Numbers

In 2023, we had 4,082 household (client) visits which was an increase of 29% from 2022. This
represented 7,250 adults and 3,543 children. The growth in the number of adults (39%) and
children (122%) indicates that the household sizes have increased).

Other notable growth in 2023 was the number of new registrations. Many of the new
registrations were newcomers with larger families.

The following monthly client visit chart was produced using our daily activity sheet records.

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Food Supply

We send a weekly Perishables and Frozen Food Requestto Feed Nova Scotia based on the
status of our inventory and storage capacity. We get a weekly Feed Nova Scotia “invoice” on
Mondays listing items that are being supplied to us on Tuesdays.

Our food purchases this year included vegetables (potatoes, carrots, and onions), coffee, tea,
eggs, rice (bulk), toilet paper, 200 Ib. of frozen protein, and canned non-perishable products.
A large portion of our spending goes to our monthly purchase of canned products.

We asked clients if we were able to make purchases, what would they like. Based on their
answers, we now distribute 4 laundry strips per household at the end of the month. The
laundry strips are placed in an envelop for distribution. This is an efficient way to breakdown
and distribute laundry detergent.

Deliveries

We continue to provide grocery deliveries to clients with mobility issues on a weekly basis.
We increased our capacity from 6 to 16 clients with the help of Feed Nova Scotia’s Delivery
Stipend Program. We received $7,500 this one-time funding from Feed Nova Scotia in August
2022. We have a balance of $2,280 remaining for 2024. The stipend program will be reviewed
once the budget is spent.



Our delivery service is posted in 211 and clients in need of food support delivery can call our
food bank and leave a message. The messages are retrieved Monday evening and a delivery

list is compiled. Our current capacity for delivery is 16 and we did not have occasion to
exceed the limit in 2023.

Mike Mawhinney does deliveries on Tuesdays. Each client in our delivery list is called by

phone on Tuesday morning to make sure they need a food package and make sure they will
be home to receive the food package.

Transportation Program

Our taxi service to drive clients home after the food bank ended in April 2023 after
reestablishing the van service. Over the 35-month period we provided the taxi service, we
spent approximately $17,000 in taxi chits. Chart #3 shows monthly taxi usage.

We re-established the van drive home program using the Public Good Society of Dartmouth
van. Blair MacKinnon is our volunteer driver and Mark Hazen stands in for Blair. We have

reduced our transportation cost substantially since van service. We provided about 780 rides
home in 2023.

The van is a “stow & go” type where passenger seats fold down flush with the floor and can

be used for transporting cargo. The van is great for picking groceries and we use it to pick up
monthly non-perishable orders.

Renovation Plans

Our volunteers are planning on “work party” to do some of the planned renovations. Our first
goal is to remove the carpet in the area that is being used by the food bank and add shelves.

We now have a new efficient cooler replacing the old one which means we now have two
coolers that are more efficient and reliable. We used HRM grant and Feed Nova Scotia
Capacity grant to purchase the new unit.

This great one pager that gives a
snapshot on what is going on at our foodbank and what support we are looking for at any
given time.



Our monthly client visits as recorded in our Daily Activity Sheets is translated into infographics
which is shared with our supporting churches and via our Facebook page.

We have written articles in the North Dartmouth Echo, updating the community of our food
bank operations. Thanks to Sylvia Anthony for providing space in this community newpaper.

Looking Forward to 2024

We will be renewing our membership with Feed Nova Scotia as we did in 2023.

We expect our client numbers to increase in 2024. Early indications from our January -
February 2024 client numbers show a steep increase. Please see Chart #4. We will be
working hard to see how we can best serve our clients during this challenging time.

The pandemic period changed all aspects of our operations; no longer are client numbers and
food needs predictable, or supply chains stable for food purchases. We are seeing
increasing number of clients who are newcomers with larger families and special dietary
needs. We will need to explore how to increase our resources, financial and human to meet
the new demand.

We need to move beyond operating on a tactical or week-to-week level to a strategic level to
meet these challenges. This will require some tweaks to our structure and operations. We
need to add additional capacity to food purchasing and think about improvement, including
design for client food distribution within the footprint available in Stairs renovation plans. On a
longer term, we will work towards adding the “social” element to clients on Wednesdays with
serving coffee/tea and snacks.

CHRISTMAS HAMPER 2023

This year our foodbank was assigned 160 households for Christmas Hamper support by Feed
Nova Scotia. We supported 156 households in the North Dartmouth area. Four of the
assigned household had either moved out of our area or could not be reached for delivery.
We made 119 deliveries and had 37 pickups. Most of the deliveries were done on Tuesday
December 12t with the help of 12 volunteer driver teams. Each team delivered between 9 to
11 households.

With large number of pickups, we had many hampers that were not picked up on the
designated time. We contacted all those who did not pick up or who could not be reached to
receive delivery and made multiple attempts to arrange pickup or delivery. The last delivery
was made on December 201,

We also distributed gift cards to households with children, one card per each child. Feed
Nova Scotia provided these gift cards.
